
SPOKANE, WASHINGTON: Kalispel Golf and Country
Club (formerly known as Spokane Country Club) holds
an important footnote in American golf as host to the
inaugural U.S. Women’s Open. Patty Berg’s big win in
1946 was a driving force behind her efforts to establish
the WPGA (Women’s Professional Golf Association),
which two years later was renamed the LPGA (Ladies
Professional Golf Association).

“As a veteran sportscaster for 28 years, you would think
it would be easy for a radio guy, to succinctly describe
Kalispel Golf and Country Club. It isn’t,” expressed Bob
Castle.

The Forbes Four-Star and
AAA Four-Diamond rated hotel offers more than a dozen
restaurants, 24/7 gaming, Kids Quest fun zone, and a 5,000-
seat outdoor amphitheater that draws big name acts (recent
performers were Old Dominion and Snoop Dogg).

“If you are looking for the ultimate indulgence this year,”
recommended Castle, “join us for golf, dinner at Masselow’s
Steakhouse, and conclude the night with an exotic cigar at
Legends of Fire, the region’s only premier cigar bar.” ■
