
CAP CANA, DOMINICAN REPUBLIC: Last year, “Zoom” 
zinged into the Oxford Dictionary’s words of the year. It’s 
easy to understand why. The web-based video conferencing 
service clocked an impressive two trillion annualized run 
rate of meeting minutes hosted online. 

“We have become accustomed to virtual Zoom back-
grounds, often of a participant’s hometown or hobby,” said 
Efren Garcia, director of golf at Punta Espada Golf Club.

“My initial meeting with the developer of 
Cap Cana was in London to dis cuss the pos-
sibility of managing an upcoming Champi-
ons Tour event scheduled at Punta Espada,” 

recalled Garcia. “During my first site visit, I fell in love. 
It’s hard not to, with water views no matter which way 
you turn. International flights from 26 countries have 
direct service into nearby Punta Cana. My previous trav-
els allow me to be in tune with cultural complexities. 
No matter your hometown, I promise Punta Espada will 
leave an indelible impression.” ■
