
VERO BEACH, FLORIDA: According 
to the National Golf Foundation, the total 
number of private golf clubs in America 
increased last year for the first time since 
2007. The net rise of 12 private courses 
isn’t dramatic, but it’s an indicator of the 
movement toward a better balance of 
supply and demand.

The conve-
nience of providing quality accommodations, which are 
only a long par-5 away from the clubhouse, allows us to 
the ability attract and maintain the best agronomy and 
operations team in the industry.” ■
