Its 110-foot tower that projects 
sporting clays is one of the largest in the world.

Teeth of the Dog hugs the craggy coral formations of the Caribbean Sea, while the 
Chavon Course at Dye Fore has five cliffside holes with views of the Chavon River. 
Interesting note: The Chavon River was used in filming scenes in Jurassic Park.

With water just offshore teeming with blue marlin, 
you never have far to go to fish in some truly 
spectacular seas. Inspired by the quaint seaside 
villages that dot the Mediterranean coastline, the 
marina is more than just a place to moor, it’s an 
entire community for sport fishermen.
